It is not realistic to expect
the insurance company to cover the entire cost of any dental service, irrespective
of the premium you pay or the percentage of benefits allowed. If the patient is a
minor, payment is due form the parent/ guardian who accompanying the minor
to the office. Please note that any benefit we expect from your insurance
company is only an estimate is not considered a guarantec of payment. Patients
are responsible for any unpaid balance not paid by their insurance company
within 60 days.
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Your statement will show the total amount due on your account,
although an insurance claim may be outstanding.
